The “telephone fidelity” effect Brian creates on some patter lines can easily be made while
calling by cupping your hand around the top of the microphone. It may take a little practice
to get the desired sound & volume. Another method is o make a large hole in the bottom of
a foam coffee cup, and at the appropriate time, call through the cup into the mike.
