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INTRODUCTION, BREAK & CLOSER:

SIDES FACE, GRAND SQUARE

* My uncle Bill's got a still on the hill
And he puts out a gallon or two
But now the buzzards in the sky get so dizzy, they can’t fly
From smellin’ that mountain dew (the LADIES CHAIN)

CHAIN FOUR LADIES OVER, turn and CHAIN ‘EM BACK
Turn a little girl and PROMENADE the track

Well now, my ole “Tin Lizzie", she’s runnin’ kinda dizzy
‘Cause she’s runnin’ on that good ole mountain dew.

FIGURE:

FOUR LADIES CHAIN about THREE QUARTERS, turn ‘em like you aughter
HEADS PROMENADE THREE QUARTERS ‘round you go

SIDES a RIGHT & LEFT THRU and then, turn the girl and PASS THRU

SLIDE THRU, go RIGHT & LEFT THRU for me

PASS THE OCEAN and then, RECYCLE ‘round my friend

SWING the Corner lady, PROMENADE

Well, you go around the bend, and when you come back again
There’'s a jug of that good ole mountain dew.

* Well now my uncle Nort, he's sawed off and short
He measures only four foot two
